To whom it may concern:
This letter is to serve as notification that I would like to exercise my right to a religious waiver from the Covid-19 (SARS Cov-2) vaccination because I find vaccinations to be in extreme violation of my personal Islamic religious beliefs. 
Islamic Law does not permit these vaccines – see attached supporting letters by Islamic clergymen and organizations of whose derived Islamic edict I follow and have been following for many years. This is not a singular isolated personal belief, but rather a common belief throughout the Muslim world. Islam is not segregated by countries and Islamic doctrine clearly stipulates that the entire Muslim world is one body, and encourages us to seek Islamic knowledge from all over the world, not just in our immediate locality. Islam is stipulated on clear doctrinal requirements, that is to adhere strictly to the Quran and Sunnah (sayings & teaching of Prophet Muhammad peace be upon him) and to adhere to the understanding that the Islamic Scholars we follow provide for us, not our own interpretations or that of individuals who have not qualified as Islamic Scholars. Islam is also not structured like other faiths such as Catholicism, where one individual (such as the pope) or organization can issue a fatwah (religious ruling) all Muslims across the world are obligated to follow.
‘Ijmaa’ (Consensus amongst scholars) is also not a universal rule across the Islamic world.
Scholars have differences of opinion, even on the main tenants of faith, such as where to place one’s hands during the obligatory five daily prayers. As such, the permissibility of medical interventions is also something that there is no unanimous agreement over in the Islam world.

We as Muslims are required to follow Scholars of our choosing and to benefit from their wisdom in learning how best to worship Allah (God Almighty), how to adhere to what is Halal (permissible things) and avoid Haraam (impermissible things) at all costs.

I thank you for respectfully adhering to my and my Scholars sincerely held religious beliefs of the impermissibility of vaccines as guaranteed under the [Change to suit your countries laws] Ontario's Human Rights Code without prejudice.
